For vertical jump & hopping, your child should 
know and be able to demonstrate the following: 
 

1.  proper stance 
2.  proper crouch 
3.  proper jump/lift off 
 
For underhand throwing, your child should know 
and be able to demonstrate the following: 
 

1.  proper grip 
2.  proper aim 
3.  stepping with the opposite leg 
4.  arm back 
5.  arm forward and follow through 
 
The underhand throw is a motion that applies to 
many sports, both competitive and social.  
December’s bowling unit is a great example where 
a controlled underhand throw is more important 
than power.  Bowling is fun for all ages, and more 
so for kids when they have the skills to be 
successful.  Now that bowling alleys are smoke-
free, the sport is an even better family activity.
